Which sold best in the winter? In the summer? Why?

Did people buy hot chocolate in the summer? WhkyRat price incentives were offered?
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Did people buy ice cold lemonade in the winter? WWf?at price incentives were offered?

To the sellers, how did you encourage people to buy a hot drink in the summer or a cold drink in the Win&arice
incentives did you offer?

To the buyers, what made you decide to buy a hot drink in the summer or a cold drink in the winter?
